




Assurance of Salvation


To many people make the mistake of measuring the certainty of their salvation by a feeling or an event. “Don’t make this tragic mistake”. Believe God! Take Him at His Word: “And this is the record, that God hath given to us eternal life, and this life is in His Son. He that hath the Son hath life; and he that hath not the Son of God hath not life. These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God. (1 John 5:11-13)


On the basis of this “testimony” – God’s written Word, you can be assured/convinced/fully persuaded you have the Lord Jesus Christ, and with Him eternal life. You can overcome this first test of your faith. This attack may recur, but now you can meet it with the Word of God in your heart.


To assure or have assurance is to “put beyond all doubt”. You can become convinced of the reality of this promise (or any other promise in the Word) in your life as you memorize, meditate on, study, and most of all “apply the Scriptures” to your life.


An essential part of Scripture memory is review. Review, review, review! This will help you retain what you have memorized. Going through the process of memorizing, meditating, and studying, and applying will help you understand and live by the principles in God’s Word.
